St. Thomas the Apostle of India

Early in February Peter and | escaped the long, dull, grey days in Oldham for what felt like
our annual trip to India. This year we visited the southern states of Tamil Nadu and
Kerala. Our journey was a long one, first driving to Heathrow for an overnight stay before
a morning flight to Dubai. Due to the change in local time, it was midnight when we arrived
there before waiting a couple of hours for our next flight to Chennai. However, tiredness
quickly passed as we spent the following afternoon relaxing by the pool at the sumptuous
hotel where we spent the first night.

The following day was spent with a tour of Chennai which seemed fairly calm after the
bustling cities of Delhi and Jaipur which we visited last year and the ubiquitous Indian
monkeys were conspicuous by their absence.

Midway through the morning we had an unscheduled stop at a quite amazing church, the
Cathedral Basilica of St Thomas. The white stone building with tall tower and spire was
built in the style of a gothic Anglican cathedral. St. Thomas arrived in India in AD52, died
as a martyr in AD72, and was buried at Mylapore, San Thome, Chennai. The Basilica is
built over the tomb of St. Thomas, where his relics remain. So, not just St. Thomas the
Apostle of Moorside!

As we travelled around southern India, | was amazed by the number of Christian churches
i far more than in the north. The CSI (Church of Southern India) includes both Catholic
and Anglican churches and | noticed many evangelical church buildings. Catholic
churches tend to have a school attached to them, while the Anglican churches often have
a nearby hospital with the same dedication. Of course we visited many Hindu temples and
we marvelled at the size and detail of those buildings.

Unbeknown to us, while we were away, the
Hot el 6.

many of the places we ourselves had visited. From Tamil Nadu we moved into Kerala, a
very green, fertile state with beautiful backwaters and where we cruised on a houseboat.

Eventually we arrived at our final destination of Cochin from where we flew back to Dubai.

Once again we were so impressed with the kindness i and incredibly good English of the
locals. For me, India is vibrant, generous, sometimes crazy, but it is Life.

Butterfly or bunny biscuit S

These are pretty biscuits for Easter. You will need:

Biscuit: 120g butter; 60g caster sugar; 180g plain flour; a little lemon zest
Icing: a few drops of vanilla essence, icing sugar, lemon juice, few drops of food
colouring
Cutters or paper templates i n the shape of a butterfly or bunny

Method: Mix together the biscuit ingredients, add water to bind them. Knead the
dough, wrap itin cling  -film and chill for two hours. The roll out to a thickness of 8mm
and cut out the shapes using a buttefly cutter or a paper template. Bake in preheated
oven at 180 degrees C (gas mark 4) for 20 minutes. To make the icing, mix the icing
sugar with lemon juice and food colouring. Pipe the icing and leave it to set.
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
